This Week’s Topic: Creating a Living Faith

How is everyone going? Does anyone have any answers to prayer/miracles/events that they want to
share with the group?

Read Romans 4:17-22
Steve said that “faith grows in the most impossible of situations.”

What are the areas of our lives where we need to have faith? Family, work, personal relationships,
future?

1. DID GOD SET ME UP?

Life is not random. God'’s plan is intentional. In fact the bible says that our steps are ordered by the
Lord.

Proverbs 20:24 (Amplified Bible)
24Man's steps are ordered by the Lord. How then can a man understand his way?

Steve said that sometimes we feel resentful because of the hard yards but they are a preparation for
future blessings.

Share some situations that you have gone through in your life that looking back have helped shape or
prepare you.

2. WHAT IS MY REAL NAME?

God often changed people’s names to reflect their future — eg Abraham, Sarah, Simon Peter.

Have you been labelled with a ‘disaster’ name — by others or even yourself? What is God’s destiny
name for you? Take some time to pray together and speak out God’s true name(s) over you.

3. DARE | TRUST GOD?
A. GOD GIVES LIFE TO THE DEAD

Faith brings life. What are the dead things in your life? Plan, buried gifts, purposes, relationships?
Do you want to live with future dreams? What is stopping you?

Steve said that the best is yet to come. Have we allowed ourselves to see our zenith (the best of our
life) as behind us?

B. GOD SAYS TO THOSE THINGS; WHICH DO NOT — DO!
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For some, Sarah represents a dead economy — God will cause that part that we are connected to be
fertile. What does this story represent for you?

Steve said that “God does his bit when we do ours.” “Sitting watching TV won’t help you do it.” Are we
engaged in doing it? What do we need to do to allow God to move and demonstrate His power?

4. HAVE | DECIDED TO LIVE?

Write a ‘bucket list’ of things that you want to/ will do in the next week / year / 5 years / 10 years
Make some for you / your family / your work / the church
Some of these should be impossible!

Pray together and ask God for the wisdom and faith to see these come to pass.
